Roads & Projects Updates 
Judge Bush advised that Cannon Road Bridge will be finished 1st of next week, weather permitting. Willow Creek project will begin next week weather permitting. Hilton Lane water issue – Mr. Tate has been contacted and he will sign easement and return.  This will serve as a temporary easement until spring, then a new permanent easement will be drawn up.  Mr. Tate has signed temporary easement and given permission, by email, for the county to begin this project.  Road Supervisor, Stacey Florer, advised that he received 50 tons of salt that will be used to try with the salt mix for roads during snow and ice.  
Permitting Ordinance Re: easements for county roads

County Attorney Mike Clark advised that he is working on this ordinance and getting some issues resolved. He will notify the court when he is finished. 
Electrical Inspection Rates – County (Committee reviewing)
The committee needs to set a meeting date/time to review. 

State regulating Children at Play Signs

There was brought up the issue of certain signs the County had posted throughout the county that had come under scrutiny by the State Highway Department.  Judge Bush read to the Court an e-mail received from KACO which advised that all signs not contained in the Federal Highway Sign Manuel be removed from the County Right of Ways.  This issue was first addressed by the County Road Supervisor a few months ago when he notified the Fiscal Court that he had been advised at State Meetings that signs such as “Slow: Children at Play” and other signs not listed in the Federal Highway Sign Manuel should not be displayed on County Right of Ways.  It appears that the State has been instructed to remove such signs from State Right of Ways. 

The Fiscal Court, Judge Executive and County Attorney voiced displeasure with advice to remove such signs.  The County Attorney then announced that he would look into the issue further.  The Insurance Carrier for liability (and other) purposes for Bracken County is The Kentucky Association of Counties (KACO).  The County Attorney contacted KACO and asked for their opinion on whether the signs were a liability issue.  An Attorney for KACO agreed to look into the matter.

After a few weeks the KACO Attorney sent an e-mail advising that there had been a liability issue in another State which involved a “Slow: Children at Play” sign.  Based on the liability in this case KACO was recommending that all signs not in the Federal Highway Signs Manuel be removed from County Roads.

The Court will look into taking action on this issue very soon.

Discontinuance of County Road - Walcott Road Closure
A public hearing was held on the matter of the proposed road closure of a portion of Walcott Road (portion west if Highway 1159).  This public meeting was held in the Old Courtroom, Bracken County Courthouse at 10:00 am on the 19th day of November, 2014 before the Bracken Fiscal Court.  

Two land owners bordering the Walcott County Road (western portion) had petitioned the Fiscal Court to close the road (KRS 178.116).  The land owners stated that the road served no legitimate purpose except to get to the properties owned by the two land owners.  The only members of the public that used the road were people (mostly kids) that would park at the end of it to drink, throw out garbage, etc.

The Court complied with the requirements of KRS 178.070 by publishing Notice pursuant to KRS 178.050 (publication in the Local Newspaper as required by KRS Chapter 424); by placing signs (Notices) at three (3) prominent and visible locations within one (1) mile of the road; and by then appointing two disinterested viewers, who along with the County Road  Supervisor, viewed the road and made a written report to the Court proclaiming what (if any) inconvenience would result in closing the road.

At the public meeting the report of the viewers and Road Supervisor was produced and read.  There was no person or persons in attendance that wished to voice an opinion on the road closure.  The public meeting was then adjourned.

Following a public hearing on the issue of closing Walcott Road (western portion) which is off Highway 1159 at Walcott a Motion was made by Clark Hennessey, seconded by Scotty Lippert, to close (discontinue) the Road.  The Road will be discontinued under the provisions of KRS 178.070, with the two land owners (Garner Murray and Terry Ruf ) retaining the right of necessary access, however, the road shall be closed to public use.  The County shall no longer maintain the road.  It shall be up to the two land owners, their assigns and/or heirs, to maintain the road as they may agree.
